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AS ELECTION DRAWS NEARER

As primary election date draws
nearer, the assertions of political as-
pirants become more pointed in their
reference to each other. Hammiil and
Dickinson, republican seekers for sen-
atorial honors, have been pointing out
defects in each other’s policies with
considerable animation, until the in-
nocent bystander, otherwise known as
the voter, is liable to become some-
what confused, and perhaps dizzy, as
he stands on the sidelines and watches
the words go whizzing by.

Hammill concludes that Dickinson
is no help to the farmers, and Dickin-
gon’s conclusion regarding Hammill is
equally impressive. Farm Bureau
men out this way seem to feel that
Dickinson’'s vote has been proof
that he is their friend, and they seem
quite likely to support him.

In the governorship race the income
tax and anti-income tax talk rages
unabated. Dan Turner is for an Iowa
income tax law and Ed Smith is op-
posed to it.

Smith, in a statement issued for re-
lease yesterday says: “Careful inves-
tigation reveals that the income tax
has not lowered real estate taxes in
‘Wisconsin, On the contrary, real es-
tate taxes in Wisconsin have increas-
ed faster since the income tax was
adopted than they have in Iowa dur-
ing the same period. In 1910 Wis-
consin levied & property tax of $30,-
000,000. Iowa levied $31,000,000, Wis-
consin’s first income tax was adopted
in 1911, It has been amended several
times in order to produce more and
more revenue. .In 1928 Wisconsin lev-
jed $117,000,000 in property tax, while
Jowa levied $100,000,000, Wisconsin
increased her land taxes faster than
lIowa because the ndditional funds
were on hand and easy to spend. . .
The incame tax has not heen a re-
placement tax in Wisconsin. It would
not be in Iowa. Tax spending boards
and bodies, with additional funds at
their disposal, spend more, not less
money. Iowa needs more economy in
public spending, not more public mon-
ey to spend.”

Dan Turner, on the other hand, is
a strong advocate of the income tux
plan. In Iowa, land and property
carry 97% of the tax load, according
to a circular distributed by the Farm
Bureau Federation, money and credits
3%, while incomes amounting to $1,-
005,000,000 pay no taxes whatever,
“There can be no real equalization ot
taxes until all of the net income of
the state {s taxed. The two-thirds of
the net income of the state which is
now escaping from any share of the
tax burden must be taxed and then
there must be the proper enforcement
of all the taxes.” (The quotation is
from the Federation circular.)

Iowa's tax laws ure declared by
most studen{g of taxation to be obso-
lete, although it is admitted that they
would do much to relieve the burden
on property if they were properly en-
forced. But the time when land was
the only thing available for taxation
has long since passed, and with taxes
steadily mounting on farm and town
property it {8 not surprising that
there is an ever-increasing demand
that there be a change.

With the strong farm organization
composed of men who are most vitally
interested favoring the state Income
tux, and Dan Turner advocating it,
it seems certain that Turner is going
to have a big tollowing from this one
source alone,

Many ure not so certain that un in-
come tax will reliove the situation, but
they are just about desperate enough
to glve the system a trial
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WHY IS THIS? )

We wonder sometimes what is the

. basis for the assumption that small

town newspaper editors should line up
on one side or the other, editorfally,
in every local community squabble
that arises. Just why is it supposed
to be the function of a newspaper,
(whose legitimate business is the pre-
sentation of news ag fairly as possi-
Bble), to assume the leadership in ev-
ery petty wrangle that agitates a
town?

Private citizens express thelr sentl-
ments on the street, or elsewhere, us
they see fit, but seldom do they care .

to preparo their arguments and pre-
sent them over thelr own signature in
cold black and white on the newspa-
per page. That is altogether too risky. !
Yet they seem to think that the news-
paper man should {nvolve himself in
controversies which can only result
In making ncedless enemies not only
for himself but the cause he espous-
es; that he should do it gladly and
fearlessly; and suffer the consequen-
ces with a smile,

Almost any newspaper editor is wil-
ling to take a stand on the major mat-

.| ters of public policy in state and na-
.| tion, in so far as he belleves himself

competent to reach reasonable con-
clusions, but he is just as unwilliug
to stir up conflicts in his own little
town, through his paper, as his read-|
ers are in signed articles.

It seems to us that there is no rea-
son whatever In expecting a newspa-
per editor to attempt to “mold” publlci
opinion in his little “burg.,” His opin-|
fon is just one man’'s opinion, and of
no more value than that of any other
citizen equally well informed. If he,
has a sense of his comparative 1m-'
portance he will be no more likely
to force his views about strictly local
disturbances upon his public than any
other citizen would be.
